


Session Summary 
Report from the January 2026 Session Meeting 

 
FROM FINANCE: The Session approved the 2026 Operational Budget provided that the 
Finance Committee makes two changes: (1) the budget for Personnel Resources is adjusted to be 
more accurate to what the church expects to spend on personnel expenses; and (2) the budget for 
Unrestricted Offerings (Gifts) be adjusted to be more accurate by reflecting the actual amount  

           received in 2025. 
 
FROM FINANCE: For the Extended Term beginning on October 1, 2025 and ending on September 30, 2027, the 
Session waived the Consumer Price Index-based increase in the User Fee for the Kentucky Refugee Ministry’s 
occupancy of the Pleune-Mobley Building.  
 
FROM WORSHIP AND SPIRITUAL LIFE: The Session approved celebrating the Lord’s Supper each Sunday in 
Lent, February 22nd, March 1st, March 8th, March 15th and March 22nd, with children and youth potentially helping to 
serve.

Nursery and Weekday School News 

What makes you excited about Parish Associate ministry in this community? 

Two things, really: I have always loved what I consider to be the collaborative art of pastoral care: co-creating a com-
munity of support and friendship, tending together to the needs, hurts, crises, and joys of a community of faith, and 
I have missed sharing that work with colleagues and members of my congregation. I’m so happy to be able to do 
that work again here — with the ministerial staff, deacons, and members of Highland.  

Second: Highland has been through some very challenging times in the time since I first connected some years ago, 
and I have been both impressed and deeply moved by the willingness of this community of faith to live through mo-
ments of conflict and change, and learn from them, while also continually striving to broaden the congregation’s 
identity and mission by living into creation care, welcoming immigrants, refugees, and persons of all gender and sex-
ual identities, and standing for racial and gender justice in our city and nation.  
 

Do you have a scripture text, or a book of the Bible, that really sticks with you?  

There’s a story in the first chapter of Mark, beginning at verse 35, where Jesus is away by himself praying, and the 
disciples “hunted for him.” When they find him, Jesus makes this proclamation about going into towns and proclaim-
ing good news “for that is what I came out to do.” Then the first thing that happens as he starts his very clear mis-
sion is that a leper steps in front of him saying, “if you choose, you can make me clean.” Jesus stops in his tracks, and 
the text tells us that he was moved, gut-wrenchingly moved, by this man’s request. “I do choose,” Jesus said, and 
healed him.  

The remainder of the story hints at how choosing to set aside what we think we should be doing — to respond to a 
need that breaks our hearts — changes everything for everyone. The leper, clean, no longer feels obligated to obey 
the rules of exclusion and social isolation that his faith and civil community imposed on him. He even disobeys the 
request Jesus made, that he should say “nothing to anyone” about his healing. He is free to be his own person. And 
thus, Jesus, so clear about his mission in the towns, finds that he now must find another way to do his work, and no 
longer can go into the towns, but remains outside, in the country. I love this story because it challenges me to pay 
more attention to the people and communities who ask for my involvement and whose stories break my heart; and 
less attention to my own plans, certainties, and belief that I know why I’m here and what my mission is meant to be. 
If we listen, and let people in, everything and everyone changes, and new ways of being and doing unfold.  
 

What’s your favorite art form, and how do you incorporate that into your life?  

Music, especially vocal music. I have belonged to a church choir since I was in first grade! I am the only amateur in a 
family of professional musicians — my daughter Gillian is an opera singer, and her husband sang with the Chicago 
Symphony Orchestra Choir and still performs here in Louisville. I sing continually: to the radio, with my guitar, duets 
with my daughter, in choir, and it gives me joy. Gillian had chemotherapy for lymphoma in 2024, and we would get 
through her treatments at the hospital with her ukelele, my guitar, and every song we could remember, from Em-
mylou Harris and Dolly Parton to Paul Simon. 
 
What else would you like the HPC community to know about you? Anything that might surprise us?  

Two things: First, I had a serious case of measles when I was a small child, and a high fever caused loss of all the 
hearing in my right ear. If you are sitting or talking to me on my right side and I don’t acknowledge you, it’s because I 
didn’t know you were speaking, not because I’m rude! Also, childhood vaccines are important. 
 

More interestingly, I’m an Air Force Brat by upbringing. My dad’s life career was as a navigator and intelligence 
officer, and our family moved every four years throughout my childhood. Being the new kid and trying to belong and 
feel at home was an ongoing challenge. So finding, creating, and nurturing community and practicing welcome to 
everyone is important to me, because I never felt like I belonged anywhere until well into adulthood. I’m very glad to 
be making a spiritual home together with Highland Pres. 

 
 
 

Get to know Laurie Kraus, our new Parish Associate for Congregational Care (con’t) 

The new year is off to a great start at the Nursery & Weekday School! With 
the cold, snowy days of January, we became very interested in the changes 
the weather brought our way: bringing buckets of snow indoors to explore 
the effects of paints on a snowy surface; using mallets to chip away at the 
piles of snow and ice that formed on our benches, slides and stumps; keep-
ing track of the many mittens, hats, jackets and boots that filled our bags 
and hallways. We've also explored the indoor version of snow and ice: 
shiny objects, aluminum foil and mirrors and how these things interact with 
light! We've brought out the overhead projectors, shiny costume jewelry 
and light panels to explore the magical world of light and shadow. 

 
We are noticing other changes in our world: more light and longer days. We 
welcome these changes that enhance our morning outdoor play. Outdoor 
play is a big part of our school day, offering children space to explore strong, 
growing bodies and big voices.  Outdoor play affords children the opportuni-
ty to test their physical boundaries, use their bodies in new and energetic 
ways to run, climb and jump. We support children as they try new challeng-
es and learn more about their growing capabilities. Children need these ex-
periences to grow in their confidence and learn the value of the phrase, "I 
can!"

Get to know Laurie Kraus, our new Parish Associate for Congregational Care 

The Rev. Dr. Laurie Kraus has begun to serve the Highland community, following in the foot-
steps of Charles Brockwell and Cynthia Campbell, offering compassionate pastoral care to 
members and friends, especially folks in crisis or unable to come to church. Having a part-time 
Parish Associate adds to our pastors’ capacity to care for our dear community.  

Since not everyone knows her yet, Nolan invited Laurie to introduce herself by answering a few 
questions. Enjoy reading her answers below, and please welcome Laurie when you see her! 

How did you get connected to Highland Presbyterian Church? 

When I moved to Louisville in 2013 to begin as the Director of Presbyterian Disaster Assistance, 
I left the community where I had raised my child and a congregation I had served for over 24 
years. Though excited about the opportunity to serve at denominational headquarters (the “Mother Ship”!), I grieved the 
loss of belonging and connection that life and work in Miami represented for me and my family. I looked for another con-
gregation here that might “feel” like home...but despite warm welcome from several neighboring churches, none did. I 
grew up in, and mostly worked as a pastor, in mid-sized or smaller congregations, so a larger congregation didn’t seem like 
it would fit. But I went to a national conference or a board or presbytery meeting, and there was Cynthia Campbell, with 
whom I had served on the board of Covenant Network, who would check in with me, saying she knew how hard it was to 
leave a home congregation and the pastorate, and how was I doing? You’re always welcome at Highland, she said, and if 
you miss leading worship, I’d love to have you be a part of that with us.  

Megan McCarty, who had moved to Louisville around the same time, and who had connected with me and Riviera Presby-
terian Church back in Miami, had joined the pastoral staff here and I was delighted to become reconnected. So I came, 
though my work travel and preaching schedule made me a VERY inconstant participant. After a few years, my husband be-
came the music director at Springdale PC, and my daughter and son-in-law moved to Louisville when he was called to serve 
as pastor of Bardstown Road PC. Family ties pulled me every which way! But last year, I realized my need to sing with oth-
ers and my yearning to belong to a faith community during this challenging season in our national life was urging me to re-
turn to Highland. When I showed up last Easter, and rejoined the choir last fall, so many people greeted me and welcomed 
me as if I had never been away…and I realized that Highland is the place that feels like home to me. (continued on page 10)

   

Highland Explores Joining CLOUT
