On April 3 at 6pm, join us for a meditative Good Friday service centered on the final 
words of Christ from the cross, interwoven with Fauré’s Requiem for choir, organ, and 
chamber orchestra. In these original instrumental forces, the orchestra emerges as an  
extension of the organ, drawing out a palette of color that breathes life into the music’s 
quiet beauty, while the chiming of the hours allows the Passion to unfold as if in real time. 
Through scripture, prayer, silence, and sacred music, we linger at the cross and are gently 

led toward the hope of Easter, knowing that love is never undone by death.

Go out and put music in this world!  

It was a blessing to celebrate our seven  
confirmands in worship on 3/22/26! Thank 
you to each of them for their willingness to 
dive deep, and do the mentors and teachers 
who supported them in the process.  
Together in worship, we spoke aloud an  
affirmation of faith woven from of each of 
their faith statements: 
 

Genesis 1:27 says, “God created humankind  
in God’s own image, in the image of God, God 
created them.” This tells us that humans were 
created on purpose, not by accident. We  
believe this means people should be able to 
respect each other and care about the world 
around them. We still have many questions, 
but we believe faith affects how we act and 
can bring us closer to good people and to God. 
Faith can make us better people and lead us  
to a happy life. 
 

God does not want us to be bystanders. God wants us to be upstanders so we can make a difference in the world. 
We believe God sees hate and injustice and wants everyone to try to change it. Humans have power and should use 
that power in the way God intended. Remember Jesus’s story of the Good Samaritan: he did the right thing by help-
ing a stranger. He stood up because of something he felt was wrong. We believe we can be like the Good Samaritan 
by speaking about moral injustice, sticking up for people treated unfairly, and helping everyone feel like they be-
long. Belonging helps make relationships stronger and bigger. Part of belonging is equality. There should be a world 
where no matter the differences, everybody is treated fairly, including the LGBTQ+ community and people of differ-
ent races and ethnicities. 
 

We believe God gives us a choice in determining our own lives, but if we recognize our relationship with God, then 
God can help guide us. Being part of the church can help us figure out our life’s purpose while becoming better peo-
ple. The church allows us to meet new people, grow outside of what we know, and learn about perspectives that 
are not our own. At Highland Presbyterian Church, we can sing with our neighbors, laugh with strangers, grow with 
friends, and do what we love.

Adult Education Invites You to Dinner and Discussion  
of the 2026 Grawemeyer Religion Award Winner:  

God's Ghostwriters: Enslaved Christians and the Making of the Bible 
by Candida Moss 

 
When we think of the writers of the New Testament, Matthew, Mark, Luke, 
John, and Paul come to mind. Authors who don't come to mind are the  
enslaved scribes, secretaries, and copyists who helped produce much of the 
New Testament. In God's Ghostwriters, New Testament scholar Candida 
Moss argues that these enslaved people helped shape many of the texts 
that we accept today as sacred. 
 

Anyone who would like to read and discuss God's Ghostwriters, which the 
New York Times Book Review said makes "it impossible to ignore the labor 
between the lines,” is invited to the home of Linda and Chris  
Valentine. We'll gather at 5:00pm on Sunday, April 12 for discussion fol-
lowed by dinner.
